Portfolio Website Project. Part 1

Photoshop for site design layout. Your task will be to develop a professional
looking portfolio site that reflects your marketable skills.

1. Develop an attractive navigation bar header, listing the main sections of your
website.

2. Using Dreamweaver, use image maps (or CSS) to make sections of your
navigation bar linkable to the other sections of your website.

3. Create a template page for your site, using this working navigation bar. Use
dummy text to fill in sections as needed. Add images as needed.
For this assignment, keep the following technical specifications in mind:

* The site dimensions should not exceed 1000 pixels wide. The height can
vary depending upon your content.

* Your site should (at minimum) have the following pages:

Main page (index)

Reel

About (artist profile and courses taken)
Resume
